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“It’s About The Bike”

Long-time writer for the Christian Century, Martin Marty, wrote an article a number of years ago
that talked about love, forgiveness, power and justice. He told about a children’s sermon where
the minister held up two signs. One of the signs read “WELCOME” and the other sign read
“KEEP OUT.”

As they began to talk about these two signs, the minister asked the children if they wel-
comed people at church. “Yes.” The children said they did it through smiles, hand shakes, ask-
ing for a name or showing a stranger around. The minister asked if the welcome word were
something they’d use if someone of another color came to their church. “Yes,” they all an-
swered. They were too young to have learned discrimination and prejudice. Then, the minister
asked, “Is the welcome word something you’d say if someone came who did not dress like you
and who looked poor came to our church?” Again, they all answered, “Yes.” They didn’t know
about classes of people.

Then, the minister said, “Let’s make it harder: Would you say welcome if someone came
who stole your bike?” And the answer was “No!” unanimously. KEEP OUT. The minister re-
minded them of the pastor’s sermon from the previous week about forgiveness. He said, “Jesus
wants you to do and think differently. Remember, it’s all about forgiveness.”

“No, it’s all about the bike!” a child piped up. Whereas the minister had been picturing a
scenario in which the thief had been apprehended, the stolen object had been returned and ad-
judication and repentance had occurred, to the child’s knowledge, no repentance or anything
had been done. Marty concluded by saying that the child reminded him that there are se-
guences and priorities. Marty wrote, “You say it’s all about welcome and church and forgive-
ness? No! At least notyet. It’s all about the bike.”

We hear Jesus’ words of “judge not, lest you be judged,” “turn the other cheek” or “let
him that is without sin cast the first stone,” but Marty wonders if our biblical theology promotes
the thought of “let’s all just be nice.” Marty wonders about justice, love, and accountability in
our world. He thinks that the child was on to what Bonhoeffer called “cheap grace.” How are
we to respond to CEQ’s, politicians, and scandalizers who want to get off the hook with a pas-
sive, “a mistake was made.” What do you think? Is it all about the bike?
